The illustrations form part of a set created
for detailed planning permission granted for
the major refurbishment of George Henry
Lee, John Lewis Partnership’s department
store in Liverpool city centre.

The refurbishment included a new glazed
link between the two existing buildings. The
link, which contains a new bank of
escalators, would have formed a major
focus for vertical and

horizontal circulation in the store.

The project required a total refit, roof level
extensions, removal many of the changes in
floor level and visual intrusions in the selling
areas and improving accessibility and
legibility for the customer all resulting in an
increase in selling space.

The scheme was never built because plans
were developed for a new John Lewis store
at Liverpool 1. A dramatically reduced
scheme was therefore built to improve
access and circulation in the short term.
